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SUMMARY

A short traverse was made on July 271, 2017 to inspect old mine workings located Ontario
Geological Survey Map 2349 to determine if further inspection is warranted.

On claim L4276107, in Nicol Township, both a pit and shaft were identified towards the middle
of the Nipissing Diabase. Both features were located on the ground. The shaft is open and
should have some form of fencing erected. No veining was identified upon initial inspection.
Examination of the muck pile nearby identified small amounts of narrow calcite veining. The pit
is also open and should be fenced. Initial inspection shows fractures with calcite veining present
both in place and in broken rock nearby

A second traverse was made on August 10", 2017 to determine access to be able to dewater the
pit to see the fresh exposure of what structure the pit was sunk on. Samples showing cobalt and
nickel bloom were taken from the muck pile for assay.





PROPERTY DESCRIPTION AND ACCESS

The property lies approximately 130 km NNE of Sudbury, 100 km SSE of Timmins and
approximately 80 km WNW of New Liskeard (Figure 1). Road access to the property is via Hwy
65W from New Liskeard to Elk Lake. From Elk Lake, another 34km on HWY 560 reaches
Everett Lake Road — a well-travelled gravel road heading north from highway 560. An old

gravel pit approximately 900m from highway 560 is on the east side of the road and is on the SE
corner of the claim.

Castle Silver Mines Inc.’s property consists of 34 leases, 2 Licenses of Occupation and 8 staked
claims comprising, in total, approximately 1095 hectares (with another 1280 ha in claims staked
but not yet posted on MNDM CLAIMaps) in Haultain and Nicol Townships (G-3972 and G-
3692) (Figure 2). The claim covered here is a single-unit claim 4276107 and is covered with
overburden consisting of sand and gravel.

PAST WORK

There is a 208-foot (63.4m) shaft on the claim so historically, there was activity in the early
years of the camp. Mcllwaine (1978) reports that the shaft was sunk in 1917 by TC177 Mining
Company Limited to 61m with some crosscutting. In 1919, the property was acquired by Palmer-
Paine Mines Limited who deepened the shaft to 63.4m with more lateral work on the 61m level.
Additional drifting was done on the 52m level at that time. No production was reported and no
other underground work was reported. There is also a pit located in the northeast corner of the
claim. No information was found on who sunk the pit.

More recently, in 2005, True North Mineral Laboratories completed surface sampling on this
claim - as part of a larger claim package, looking for heavy minerals and kimberlite indicator
grains. Four samples were taken in the southwestern corner of the claim. Although some
indicator grains were identified, no further work was done.

No further exploration work was noted in assessment files searched.

REGIONAL AND PROPERTY GEOLOGY (from Robinson, 2015)

Nicol and Haultain Townships lie within the Southern structural province near the boundary with
the Superior province.

The Gowganda area is near the north edge of the Cobalt Embayment which consists of
Proterozoic sediments. The basement rocks are Archean metavolcanics, associated intrusives,
and sediments. The sediments include Iron Formation. Both the Proterozoic and Archean rocks
are cut by a shallow-dipping late gabbroic (Nipissing Diabase) cone dikes commonly and
historically called sills — specifically Nipissing Diabase sills in these regional silver camps).

Deposit Types and Mineralization

In the Cobalt, Gowganda, South Lorain, North Cobalt, Casey Township mining camps; Ag-Co-
Ni vein deposits were mined within Nipissing diabase and the Archean and Proterozoic rocks
crosscut by Nipissing diabase. In the Gowganda mining camp: the ore was mined from sub-
vertical to vertical carbonate veins in the Miller Lake and Milner Lake Nipissing diabase cone
dikes. The economic deposits were dominantly within the upper half of the Nipissing diabase
intrusive with minor expressions of ore minerals in the Archean and Proterozoic rocks.

Regionally the deposits contain mineral assemblages including:

» The Ag-Co-Ni-As assemblage, which is commonly ore grade.

« native silver assemblage in the wall rock as specks, and fracture fillings (commonly called
leaf and plate silver).

« base metal vein assemblage including chalcopyrite, sphalerite and galena beyond (outside) the
arsenide assemblage or in veins lacking the arsenide assemblage.

* base metal sulphide assemblage, which is confined to the wall rock of Archean
metasedimentary and metavolcanic rocks and Cobalt Group sediments.





* base metal, sulphide assemblage, which is confined to the wall rock of Archean
metasedimentary and metavolcanic rocks and Cobalt Group sediments.

* late stage sulphide and sulphosalt assemblage, which is in part distributed along the margins
of Ag-Co-Ni arsenide veins, where these veins appear to have been reopened.

« hematite chalcopyrite vein assemblage within carbonate veins.

The metallic minerals occur within the veins as arsenides, sulpharsenides and antimonides of
nickel, cobalt, and iron and large amounts of native silver. Carbonates (calcite, dolomite), quartz,
and chlorite are typical gangue minerals. The ore minerals occur in distinct mineral assemblages,
such as nickel arsenide, nickel-cobalt-arsenides, cobalt-arsenides, cobalt-iron-arsenides, iron-
arsenides, sulphides, and oxide assemblages.

TRAVERSE

Traverse location and descriptions are included below. E.Basa and C. Duplessis traversed the
claim to locate the shaft and pit to determine what the operations were sunk on. The shaft is open
with a number of old pipes laid across to prevent anything falling in. Some old flagging was
present and we added more. Some kind of fencing should be erected there. Due to the shaft
being open and the integrity of the wall unknown, no veining was seen in the walls of the shaft.
Inspection of the broken muck revealed mostly medium-grained diabase with some calcite.
Further work marginal to the shaft to identify the structure is required.

Approximately 75 m north of the shaft was a trench trending 37° Az. The trench extended
approximately 6 m and a 2-3cm calcite vein was noted in several locations along the trench.
The host rock throughout the traverse was medium-grained Nipissing diabase with coarse-
grained pods locally as is common in the middle and upper thirds of the diabase.

A further 115 m to the north, the excavated pit was located to the east of a skidder trail. Again,
it is open and easily accessible. It should be fenced or backfilled. The depth is currently
unknown. A 3-5cm calcite vein was identified in the walls of the pit trending 028° dipping 85°
west.

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RECOMMENDATIONS

Initially, some lateral hand stripping around the shaft, the trench and the pit to identify the
structures the shaft and pit were sunk on would be beneficial. Sampling and, if warranted, minor
stripping would follow. Erection of, at least, temporary fencing around both shaft and pit should
be done immediately due to proximity to the road. The area is used regularly for various
recreational purposes — including hunting.

Some sampling of the muck near the pit, showing cobalt mineralization has been done

subsequent to this traverse. Due to expiration date, further work will be documented in a
subsequent assessment report.
