*In certain ereas the pre-existing rock has been
almost completely replaced by carbonate material,
This carbonate rock is locally known as “dalamite.”
The larger bodies of “dalamite™ are generally cut
by a network of quartz veins, and are often green in
colour due to the presence of Bright green mico.
There are all gradutions from the “deolomite” teo
partially carbanated and unaltered rock. In the
abave classification the rock is included in group
10 if the cripinal rock type is altered beyond
recognition. Ctherwise it is classified as carbonated
lova, carbonoted sediment, etc

The heavier colours on the map indicate rock out-
crops, areas of outcrop, and geology of drill holes.
The lighter colours indicate the inferred extension
of formations beneath drift. In uncoloured areas no
generalization of formations has been marde.
